
Personal Number Application Checklist (over 18) 
The Norwegian Embassy in London 

 

All documentation must be prepared before your appointment. All forms can be found on 
our website. Please consult our website for more information if you have any questions. 
 

Documentation required for adults (18 and over). 
 Application form completed and printed before the appointment 
 Valid and original passport  
 Original birth certificate (parents’ names must appear) 
 Proof of your Norwegian citizenship  

o E.g. your Norwegian parent’s passport or personal number, confirmation from 
UDI that you are a Norwegian citizen 

o If you were born before 01.09.2006 and your Norwegian father was not 
married to your foreign mother at the time of birth, please contact UDI for 
guidance 

 If applicable, a letter from UDI confirming you have retained your Norwegian 
citizenship (bibehold). 

 If applicable, documentation to prove that you are exempt from retention of 
citizenship (Riksborgerlova 1950 § 8) 

 Proof of legal residency in the UK 
Bring one of the following:  

o EUSS ‘share code’ to prove your status (EU Settlement Scheme) 
o Valid UK visa  
o Valid UK passport  

 Credit or debit card (not American Express) to pay the application fee. Cash payments 
are not accepted. 

 
 
 

When applying for a passport, the embassy must ensure that all requirements are met and 
that there are no legal obstructions to issuing a passport. This means that some applications 
can entail longer processing times.
